Shuttle:
Agent X is in the Malicestanian Airport’s shuttle, going to his hotel.  Maybe some credits

Take What There Is:

Small Malicestanian deli.  Agent X eats lunch and sees the bad guys; sees the note and copies it.
{Catch that Plane:

Street chase as masked terrorists try to catch Agent X.}*

CIA:

Agent X discusses the note, etc. with the Boss.  Note reveals insider in the American government.  Conclusion: Form GATA.

Salesmanship:

Meeting with the President, the head of the CIA, Judge Morris, etc., in which GATA receives official go-ahead.

Auditions:

Testing candidates for “special duty”, really admission to GATA

The First Strike:

Cattle ranches raided, thousands of cows missing.  Excessive numbers of cargo planes headed to Malicestan from Dallas.
Hide and Seek:

GATA agents are trying to chase the head terrorists to ground, spying on various houses where they are thought to be working.  The terrorists keep leaving before any action can be taken.
Postemptive Strike:

Agents storm a basement where the Bros. Gorpnakov are suspected to be working, but find nothing.  This will have a sub-scene preceding it, in which the attack is planned.

{Catch that Terrorist:

Replay in reverse of “Catch that Plane” with the Bros. Gorpnakov escaping.}*
Who’s Who:

We hear Morris’ half of a cryptic phone call in which he discusses plans with the Gorpnakovs, though you can’t tell that without knowing.
Political Business:

The President is going through briefings and such.  Morris advises attending the “International Friendly Farmers Food Franchise Dairy Convention” to strengthen support among farmers.
Code Cracking:

Stressed agents beating their brains out over the code.

At the Fair:

The President goes to the fair and is about to eat the meatloaf for lunch, despite the odd sudden insanity of a Secret Service agent, when GATA storms the place and stops him.

How We Knew:

In the car on the way to the farm where the President is staying, GATA officials explain to the President that they finally cracked the code, and knew what the meatloaf was.

{Armed Assault:

The terrorists go for a more direct approach, besieging the farmhouse and shooting down the chopper, before being taken into custody.  Only Bros. Gorpnakov escape.  References by the good guys to the other assault in DC, resulting in the loss of an empty office building, which was thought to be GATA HQ.}*
